Transportation: Lodz is easy accessible from the airports in Warsaw and in Poznan, also by trains from Germany and from Czech Republic.

Travel from/to the airport in Warsaw

Lodz is situated ca. 135 km west-south from Warsaw, where is the closest international Frederic Chopin Airport.

There is a direct connection from the airport in Warsaw to Lodz by coach "Polski EXPRESS", leaving the airport each two hours from 11:20 am to 19:20 pm (the travel takes ca. 2 h.). You can buy tickets in “ORBIS” travel office in the arrival hall or directly in the coach (ca. 32-35 PLN). The bus stop is situated in front of the arrival hall. In Lodz the bus stop is close to the Lodz-Fabryczna railway station. We recommend you to use the “Polski EXPRESS”.

To check your train connection from Warsaw to Lodz, please go to the web page of the Polish State Railways PKP: http://rozklad.pkpik.pl/bin/query.exe/ (ask for connection from "Warszawa Centralna" to “Lodz Fabr.”).

From the Frederic Chopin Airport to the railway station “Warszawa Centralna” you can go by taxi or by bus (line No. 175). Ticket you can buy in newspapers kiosk. Travel will take ca. 30 min. 

From the railway station Lodz Fabr. you can reach your hotel by taxi. Call the free number 0800-6505050 for the taxi. The cost will be ca. 12 PLN from the railway station.

For the travel from Lodz to Warsaw we recommend you to use also the coach “Polski EXPRESS”, leaving Lodz each two hours from 8 am to 4 pm.
